Key Highlights:

A. Net profit in Q223 increased by AED 29.4 Mn (90%) from AED 32.7 Mn in Q222 to AED 62.1 Mn in Q223.

B. Share of property development revenue is 76% to the overall revenue in H1'23, which increased from 65% share in H1'22. The increase is due to AED 241
